All exhibitors must be financial members of the Dairy Goat Society of Australia. All goats must be registered 
with the Dairy Goat Society of Australia Ltd.  All particulars must be supplied on the entry form provided. The 
age of all animals shall be calculated as from the date of birth to date of judging.  
Conditions of Entry: All Queensland Branch DGSA INC. rules must be adhered to. Goats must come from a 
MAP certified herd. Interstate entries must be from herds that are on the CAE Goat MAP scheme. A copy of 
the current Certificate of compliance must be forwarded with entries. If this is not complied with entries will 
not be accepted and goats may not be shown. 
Ensure you have all the appropriate paperwork with you on the day including your Movement Statement 
and goat health statement. 
You will need to bring your own bedding.
